2.) A master copy of the lesson is provided so that you can make copies for your students or 
children. Lesson stamp packets are sent for every student in your classroom. PowerPoints files 
are downloaded from your order confirmation email and also have stamp packets. 

3.) Stamp availability fluctuates throughout the year and determines the number of stamps we 
provide per order. 

4.) A three week turnaround can be common, so plan accordingly. 

5.) Teachers and families may order four lessons and four topicals once a month. Use one 
email and address only.  

6.) Domestic orders via our store are sent free of charge. International and/or extremely heavy 
orders may be subject to a shipping charge.
